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The Last Supper

The convent of Santa Maria delle Grazie hosts one of the most famous

attractions in the world: Leonardo da Vinci's Last Supper. By Diana Orlando

mong the most famous masterpieces of
ARenaissance artinltaly, thisisalarge
mural painting in which Christ announces
that he will be betrayed by one of his apostles.
At the end of the 15th century, Ludovico il
Moro, at that time Duke of Milan, commissioned
Leonardo with the painting. Leonardo began
work on the Last Supper in 1496 and completed
itin 1498. The somewhat lengthy time spent
on the painting reflects the meticulous
attention that he dedicated to his works.
In fact, he experimented with an innovative
pictorial technique. Rather than hastily
applying a mixture of colours and water to
fresh plaster, the usual technique for frescoes,
he used a medium with oil and tempera which

allowed him to paint not only more slowly

but also directly on the wall. Unfortunately,

his chosen medium doomed the painting to
fade and peel, thus compromising its state

of conservation. Leonardo also introduced
significant innovations into the layout of the
scene. In fact, for the first time in the history of
art, all thirteen diners are seated on one side of
arectangular table. The central figure is Christ
while the Apostles are divided up, symmetrically,
into four groups of three, a representation that
makes the scene even more lively and dramatic.

At number 23 you can
also find Brian& Barry (which, in spite of
its name, is a 100% Italian brand, currently
at the top of its form, as shown by its new,
lavish megastore in San Babila) and Boggi,
a surefire choice for men’s clothing where
you can take advantage of the discounts
reserved for you as a reader of Where.

IN DISCOVERY OF VIA
BELFIORE'S BOUTIQUES
On reaching piazza Wagner,
you can make a small diversion
in discovery of via Belfiore, even less

touristy and, therefore, even more suggestive.
And yet, even here, several of the most
prestigious brands make an appearance,

in quick succession. For a luxe pit-stop, at
number 18, you'll find one of the most iconic
Nespresso points in the city. Now that

you're feeling a little more energized, you can
return to the heart of Italian craftsmanship:

the Monte San Giorgio
Fossil Museum built
around the region’s vast
paleontological heritage. The fossils of San
Giorgio are known for their variety and
for their exceptional state of preservation.
Designed for a public of all ages, thanks to
interactive technologies, the exhibit allows
non-experts to immerse themselves in the
complex world of the Triassic period.
Highlights of the exhibit include animal
and plant fossils documented by short
explanations based on current knowledge
as well a number of three-dimensional
models and a graphic reconstruction
of the marine environment at that time.
In fact, during the Middle Triassic (247-
236 million years ago), Monte San Giorgio
was not the mountain as we know it
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today but rather a fairly shallow ocean
floor. The environment was defined by the
presence of small islands and a sand bank
that separated the coast from the open
sea, forming a sort of lagoon. Unlike other
deposits of world renown, as many as five
distinct fossilferous levels were uncovered
on Monte San Giorgio, each containing
more than one fossil specimen. In fact,
until now, more than 20,000 fossils have
been extracted from these five levels.
Overall, these include 25 reptile species,
50 fish species and more than 100
invertebrates, together with a variety of

plant species, mainly of a coniferous nature.

The museum, designed by Ticino architect
Mario Botta, provides visitors with
multimedia audio guides, “touch screens”
featuring an animated version of the
evolution of reptiles, fish and the seabed
which has now become a part of the
mountain.
